ABSTRACTS OF SCIENTIFIC SESSION

Interceptive Class III Treatment: Successes and "Failures"

Purpose:
The long-term cutcome and the value of
earty Class Il intervention was

investigated by doing a retrospectiva
siudy of BO growing Class Ill casas.
Study

All casas ware patiants who presanied
with an antenicr crosehite relationghip or
demonsirated a developing Class 11|
malocciusion. Thase palients ware
treated by a variaty of Phasa | treaiment
proceduras as indicated by thair orginal
d%nnms and their spacihc treatment
nesds,

Results

All 60 patisnts were tollawed until
grawih was completed or until a surgical
decision was made. Fifty out of sixty

(B:3%:) of these patients were able 1o ba
treated without jaw surgery. Ten of the
best responding cases in the
nonsurgical group wara then comparad
1o the tan cases for whom surgery was
recommended. Cephalometric
Supenimpostions showed that the
growih treatmant rasponse vecior
[GTRV) of initial A point (Al) to post
treatment A point (AZ2) compared to the
veclor of pre-treatment B point (B1) to
post treatment B point (B2) was an
excallent way to make an “early”
determination of the progncsis in the
interceptive management of Class il
patianis.

In addition, a removable appliance was
describad and was identified as a Class
Il Amchor Plate, This appliance has the

advantage of baing a low cost / high
compliance mechanism wtilizing Class 1)
traction to the lower arch while the
appliance dizariiculates the anterior
teeth io simplity crossbite comaction.

Six steps were described thal
incorporate the use of GTRV o enhance
the clinician’'s management of tha
interceptive Class Il casa,
