A close up of this mirror acrually shows an exquisite dedication to details: the frame is inset
with ters mamature medallions that dhustrate scenes from the life of Jesos Chirst, and the mirror reblects,
in addition to the bride and groom seen from the back, the painter’s own self portrair along with
anather man who may have heen the atheial vatness o the wedding.
